The Government's plans for
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replacing GCSEs with new
English Baccalaureate
Certificates in some
subjects is trying to do
too much, too fast.
Introducing several
fundamental changes at the
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same time and to a tight
timetable will jeopardise
the quality of the reforms
and may threaten the
stability of the wider
exam system. GCSEs need

"significant improvements"
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in order to restore public
confidence in the exam
system, but the Government
still needs to make the
case that the GCSE brand
is so discredited that it
is beyond repair.

time. Ofqual must have
systems in place. The
Committee is also
concerned that there is a
rush towards separate exam
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systems for England, Wales
and Northern Ireland,
without careful reflection
on what might be lost, or
consensus that this is the
right thing to do.
