For three years the GAL (‘Anti-
terrorist Liberation Groups'),
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created mayhem in the French
Basque Country, where ETA
had its 'sanctuary'.

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Serbian strongman Slobodan
Milosevic have swept into
Kosovo on the Balkan
Peninsula leaving a trail of
death and heartbreak. Scenes
of Milosevic’s ‘ethnic
cleansing’ play out on

television screens all over the
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world; haunted figures
huddled behind barbed wire
fences, bodies heaped in
ditches. Adelaide surgeon,
Craig Jurisevic, recalls his
grandfather’s ordeal in a Nazi
concentration camp and

resolves to honour his
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memory by offering his skills

as a surgeon to the victims of
the conflict. Leaving his wife

and son in Adelaide, Jurisevic
flies to the Balkans under the

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building where neighbors were more
than happy to report Jews to the
Gestapo.

Eventually,
Marione would take shelter at a
children’s home and met Uri, a
troubled orphan and another of the
“Children of Blankenese.” Uri’s
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story, a bleak tale of life in the
concentration camps, explores
another side of the Nazi terror in
Germany, in this stirring account of
World War II through the eyes of a
child.
